12. Take care not to frap your fingers in the adjustable parts of the stand.

13. Due to the weight of the loaded stand, the help of an assistant will be
beneficial when moving the stand around.

14. Never attempt to move a loaded engine stand across a floor having
cracks, pebbles, or other obstacles which might impede its movement.

15. The components of this engine stand are designed to withstand the rated
capacity. Do not substitute any other components or exceed the rated
capacity of the stand.

16. To move a loaded stand, push it from the load side. DO NOT move the
stand from the handle end and never pull the stand towards yourself.

17. Always ensure the engine is properly bolted to the stand.

18. Do not over-reach. Keep your proper footing and balance at all times.

INSPECTION BEFORE USE

1. Always visually inspect the stand before use, to ensure that all parts are
correctly located and secure. Check for cracks, deformation or other signs
of damage or worn parts and check the castors for damage. Do not use
the stand unless it is totally sound.

2. Check castors to ensure they move freely without undue wear to their
pivots, and that the wheels are not cracked or damaged in any way.

3. Remove any rust or corrosion and repaint for protection.

Unpack the components on a clean flat area of hard standing, and ensure
that all parts are present according to the packing list, as follows:

TOOLS REQUIRED

Open or ratchet ring spanners (19 mm) or an adjustable wrench.
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ASSEMBLY

1. Loosely bolt the supporting

column to the rear crossmember. Supporting column

2. Loosely bolt the centre spine to
the front crossmember.

3. Secure the braked castors to the
front crossmemlber with nuts and
washers.

4. Fit the wheels to the rear cross-
member using the small washers
and split-pins.

5. Fit the middle castor to the
supporting column and secure
with washers and nut.

6. Connect the hinged centre spine
to the column support section
using the pivot bolf, washers &
nut. Insert the locking pin and R-
clip through the holes in the spine/
supporting column according to
whether the engine stand is to be
in use, or folded for storage.

7. Fit the engine mounting plate to
the column and secure with the Locating

locating pin. Pin o
8. Loosely attach the four mounting _,,,

arms to the engine mounting
plate with nuts, bolts and washers.

Q. Fit the handle through the hole in
the spindle of the mounting plate.

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10. Ensure that all weight is spread evenly across all sections, making sure that
all wheels/castors are on level ground and that the assembly is sitting
square and true. Tighten all nuts and bolts.

11. Store the operating handle in the socket provided when not in use.

MOUNTING THE ENGINE TO THE STAND

1. The mounting plate has four
adjustable arms with long bolt
holes. This is where the engine will
mount to the engine stand, using
suitable bolts which are
compatible with threaded holes
in the engine block.

2. If the bellhousing bolts are too
short, obtain bolts that have the
same diameter and thread pitch.
Ideally, the bolts must be long
enough to go through the engine
mounting arms and go at least
one inch into the engine block.

3. Lift the engine with your engine
hoist and move it towards the
engine stand.

4. Remove the locating pin, then
remove the mounting plate
assembly from the engine stand.

5. Using compatible bolts, pass them
through the mounting arms and bolf them to the engine where the
fransmission was mounted to the block. Mount two arms low down on the
engine and bolt the other two as high as possible.

6. Adjust the arms on the engine stand mounts so that the centre of the
mounting plate is aligned with the centre of the engine crankshaft. By
doing this you can ensure that the engine is balanced on the stand.
Tighten the bolts securely.

/. Lower the engine until the spindle is at the same level as the engine stand.
Slide the spindle of the mounting plate into the engine stand. Replace the
locating pin to secure the mounting.

8. Slowly lower the engine so that the engine stand starts to support the
weight of the engine. Double-check all fasteners and be sure that the
engine is secure.
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9. Once you are confident that the stand is supporting the weight of the
engine, disconnect the hoist. Now that the engine is mounted to the stand
it can be rotated around to access all sides of the engine. Use the locking
pin to lock the engine at one of four different working angles.
