1) WORK AREA SAFETY

a. Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite
accidents.

b. Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the
presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power fools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

c. Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool.
Distractions can cause you to lose conftrol.

2) ELECTRICAL SAFETY

a. Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any
way.

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OVERVIEW

The CLARKE CJS400 is a 400W variable-speed jigsaw fitted with a lock-on
button for continuous operation. It is designed with a dust extract port for
connection o a vacuum system and is supplied with 1.8 metres of cable with
plug. The jigsaw is equipped with a T-shank SDS type quick-release (twist lock)
blade retention system for convenient replacement of saw blades.

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INSTALLING/CHANGING BLADES

1. Use only jigsaw blades with the
correcting T-shank.

2. This jigsaw comes with a
convenient tool-less quick release
blade retainer. To install a blade,
use your thumb to pull the lever
counterclockwise to open the
blade retainer (A).

3. With the blade teeth facing
forward, insert the blade (B) into 4
the blade retainer as far as it will i
go. Make sure that the back edge 1 g%B
of the blade sits against the blade
support roller (C). Move the spring-loaded lever (A) to insert the blade,
then pull on the blade until the blade retainer snaps shut and secures the
blade.

* Take care never to use cracked, blunt or damaged blades.

OPERATION

CAUTION: DO NOT PLUG INTO THE MAINS UNLESS YOU HAVE ENSURED
A THE JIGSAW IS SWITCHED OFF. TO DO THIS, SQUEEZE THE TRIGGER FULLY
UPWARDS, THEN RELEASE IT. THE TRIGGER IS LOCATED UNDER THE GRIP.

TURNING ON AND OFF

1. To start the jigsaw, squeeze the
trigger (B). Wait until the blade is
running at speed before
attempting to cut the workpiece.

CONTINUOUS OPERATION

1. Maintain the saw at constant
speed by pressing in the lock-on
button (A).

* You can then release your
finger pressure on the trigger

®.
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2. To stop the jigsaw if the lock-on button is used, squeeze the trigger fully in,
then release it and the motor will stop.

ADJUSTING THE SPEED

The jigsaw speed can be adjusted
between 0 and 3,000 strokes per
minute by turning the speed selector

A.

* The selectoris marked 1 (lowest
speed) to 6 (full speed).

In general, higher speeds will allow
you to cut workpieces faster but the
service life of the blade will be
reduced.

DUST COLLECTION

The jigsaw is provided with a dust
extract connection, (A) where a
vacuum extractor may be
connected to the rear of the
machine.

Please note however, that this does
not preclude the user from wearing a
face mask fo prevent the inhalation
of dust particles.

Connect the vacuum extractor port
to an extract system wherever
possible.

ADJUSTING THE SOLE PLATE FOR BEVEL CUTTING

The sole-plate (A) can be filted so
that bevels of up to 45° may be cut
(left or right).

1. Loosen the two socket head
screws (B) under the body of the
saw using the hex key supplied,
before filting the sole plate to the
desired angle and re-fightening
the screws.

2. Use the angle marks (C) as a
guide to the angle achieved. The
marks indicate the filt angle from
0 to 45 degreses.

USING THE JIGSAW

Ensure that the workpiece being cut is securely held in place and that the
cut line is clearly marked.

Place the sole-plate on the workpiece and squeeze the trigger to run the
jigsaw up to its working speed before letting the blade touch the cut line.

To make your cut, move the saw slowly forward along the cutting line
taking care that the blade is vertical (unless making an angled cut) and
correctly positioned in relation to the cut line.

Let the blade work forward, ensuring the sole plate is flush with the
workpiece.

Do not press too hard. If the saw slows down as it is cutting, apply less
pressure.

Adjust the speed control to suit the material being cut. The optimum speed
will be determined with practice.

When sawing do not put unnecessary pressure on the blade and avoid
applying lateral pressure.

Take extra care when cutfting curves - move the blade slowly to avoid stress
on the blade.

Check that any previously used timber being sawn does not contain any
nails or other metal objects which would damage the blade.

Ensure the blade is noft striking on anything below the workpiece and that
the power cable is well away from the moving blade before starting the
Saw.

* If cutting out an aperture, it will be necessary to drill a suitably sized
hole in the workpiece for use as a starting point.

* Note that the blade should emerge from the workpiece at every
point of the cut.

Allow the saw to come to a complete stop before putting it down.

To prevent accidents, turn off the saw and disconnect the power supply
after use. Clean, then store the saw indoors out of the reach of children.

GENERAL MAINTENANCE
1.

Check that the power cable is free from cracks, bare wires etc. Avoid using
solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most plastics are susceptible to
damage from solvents.

Ensure all screws remain tight to ensure the jigsaw is in safe working
condition.

* All bearings etc, in this machine are lubricated with a sufficient
amount of high grade lubricant for the fools lifetime under normail
operating conditions, therefore no further lubrication is required.

¢ Only use the replacement blades specified for this product
available from your CLARKE dealer.

After use, clean all dust and wood dust from the saw. To ensure constant
air circulation, always keep air vents clear of blockages, (use compressed
air to clean the machine if possible. (Wear PPE when using compressed
air).

Keep the sole plate free from dirt and grime. Regularly clean to prevent
scratches and scores on the surface.

Resin and glue on the blade causes poor cutting results. If necessary clean
the blade after use.

Refer to your CLARKE dealer if infernal maintenance is required.
