ASSEMBLY

1. Fix the five panels fogether, side by side, using the nuts and bolts supplied.
Use two bolts per panel joint. Fully fighten all the nuts.

2. Mark the intended position of the product on the wall. Accurately meas-
ure the distance between the centres of the holes of the integral support-
ing brackets on the back of each panel.

J End and centre panels only should be used for fixing.

3. Mark these hole centres on the wall and drill holes for the rawlplugs
supplied. Secure the screws into each fixing position.

4. The wall rack can now be hung on these screws, ensuring the head of
each screw locates into the supporting bracket on the back of each
panel.

5. After securing the wall rack to the wall, attach the fool holders and peg
hooks into the desired positions to suit your tools.
