The heater will
continue to operate until the power switch is turned to the OFF position.
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1. Loosen both adjusting knolos.

3. Refighten the adjusting knobs.

THERMOSTATIC PROTECTION

The Devil 2000PTC has a thermal cut
out to prevent it from overheating.

If the femperature of the front grille

gefts too high the thermal cutout will
turn off the heating elements. When
the fan has cooled the unit sufficiently, normal operation will resume.

FAULTFINDING

For fan only operation, turn the power switch to the fan only sefting and set
the thermostat to its minimum setting.
