Always follow the regulations of you local water supplier. The pressure washer must
never be connected to the drinking water supply without using a system separator
(also known as a backflow preventer) available from most hardware stores.

NOTE: Water that has flowed through a system separator is considered non-
drinkable.

1. Connect a water supply hose (not
supplied) to the water inlet.

NOTE: Use a good quality water hose
with a standard quick fit
coupling.

NOTE: This machine has the ability to
draw its own water, meaning you
can use water not under
pressure such as rainwater
collected in a water butt.

1. Screw the hose to the pressure
washer.

¢ Tighten the connector, hand tight
only, Do not use a spanner.

NOTE: Make sure the connection is
secure.

ATTACH THE LANCE

1. Screw the lance on to the end of the gun assembly.
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BEFORE USE

WARNING: PLACE THE PRESSURE WASHER ON LEVEL GROUND
WITH THE ENGINE SWITCHED OFF.

WARNING: TAKE CARE NOT TO TOUCH ANY HOT PARTS OF THE

ADDING ENGINE OIL

1. Turn the oil filler cap anticlockwise
and remove it from the engine, wipe
the integral dipstick with a clean
cloth.

2. Insert the oil filler cap back into place
and then remove it again.

¢ Do not screw it in when doing this.

3. If the oil reads low on the dipstick,
add oil to the oil reservoir (Max 0.6L).

e We recommend the use of
SAE10W-30 oil.

¢ Do not overfill the oil reservoir.
4, Replace the oil filler cap.

NOTE: Running the engine with
insufficient oil will cause engine
damage.
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ADDING FUEL

WARNING: REFUEL IN A WELL-VENTILATED AREA, AWAY FROM ANY

2. Pour unleaded petrol through the fuel
strainer and into the fuel tank.

¢ Do not fill above the fuel strainer
shoulder.

e Use unleaded petrol with a pump
octane rating of 86 or higher.

3. After refueling, tighten the fuel tank
cap securely.
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STARTING YOUR PRESSURE WASHER

1. Turn the water supply on, make sure that the tap is fully open.

WARNING: FAILURE TO TURN ON THE WATER COULD CAUSE
A DAMAGE TO THE PRESSURE WASHER.

2. Set the choke lever to the START
position.

3. Set the fuel supply valve to the ON
position.

4. Slide the throttle 3/4 of the way to
the left.
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5. Set the engine switch to the on (I)
position.

6. Pull the recoil starting handle lightly
until you start to feel resistance and
then pull up sharply to start the
engine.

e You may have to do this more
than once.

WARNING: ONCE THE PRESSURE WASHER ENGINE HAS STARTED,
A RELEASE THE STARTING HANDLE SLOWLY TO AVOID INJURY/
DAMAGE AS IT RECOILS.

7. Slide the choke lever to the RUN
position.

e The pressure washer is now ready
for use.

8. Release the trigger lock. Trigger Lock

and that you are also holding the gun
assembly and spray lance firmly, pull
the trigger on the gun to start water

flow.

e The lance and gun will kick back
when the trigger is first pulled.

INTERRUPTING OPERATION

1. Release the trigger.

NOTE: The pressure washer will automatically go into bypass mode.

ADJUSTING THE SPRAY NOZZLE

The nozzle is adjustable to allow you to adjust the water delivery from a narrow jet of
water to a wide spray. To adjust the nozzle, proceed as follows:

1. Hold the shaft of the lance in one
hand.

2. Twist the nozzle with the other hand. )
3. The spray varies between narrow and

wide as you turn the nozzle.

e The narrow jet should be used to
clean small areas where a small spray is required.

e The wide spray should be used for cleaning large areas.

ADJUSTING THE PRESSURE

Hold the rear of the nozzle and slide the front of the nozzle forwards to low pressure
and backwards for high pressure.

Other ways to adjust the pressure include. Changing the distance you are from the
surface being cleaned and adjusting the spray to a wider angle (lowers the pressure).
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APPLYING CHEMICALS AND CLEANING AGENTS

To improve the cleaning performance, You can introduce chemical cleaning agents
(detergents) to the water jet using the detergent pickup hose.

1. Place the detergent pickup hose into a container holding the chemical/cleaning
solution.

¢ Only use detergents recommended for use with pressure washers, such as
CLARKE Traffic Film Remover which is a powerful low foaming agent for
car cleaning, patio cleaning etc., or CLARKE Wash & Wax, both available
from your CLARKE dealer.

2. Hold the rear of the nozzle and slide the front of the nozzle forwards to low
pressure.

3. Spray the detergent onto the vehicle, patio etc.

¢ Allow the detergent a little time to work itself into the grime.

CAUTION: IF YOUR EYES COME INTO CONTACT WITH ANY CLEANING
A FLUIDS, RINSE THEM IMMEDIATELY WITH PLENTY OF FRESH CLEAN
WATER. AND SEEK MEDICAL ADVICE IF REQUIRED.

4. To rinse, remove the detergent pickup hose from the container holding chemical/
cleaning solution and use the pressure washer as normal.

SHUTTING DOWN

1. After each use, if you have applied chemicals, place the detergent pickup hose
into a container of clean water and run clean water through the detergent pickup
hose to flush the system thoroughly.

NOTE: Failure to do so could cause damage to the pump.

2. Move the throttle control lever to the
right.

3. Turn off the engine switch.

NOTE: NEVER turn the water off with
the engine running.
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4. Turn the water supply off at the tap.

5. Release the pressure in the pump

a few seconds until no more water
comes out of the nozzle.

6. Turn off the fuel supply valve.

7. Rotate the trigger lock to the locked
position.

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WATER BUTT CONNECTION

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CLEANING THE FUEL STRAINER

Just inside the fuel tank is a fuel strainer, check this periodically and remove any
contaminants which may have accumulated.

1. Open the fuel tank cap.

2. Remove the fuel strainer.
3. Flush away any contaminants.
4. Replace the fuel strainer.

e Do not operate the pressure
washer without the fuel strainer
properly installed.

CLEANING THE AIR FILTER

1. Remove the two screws on the air
filter cover.

2. Remove the air filter cover.
3. Remove the air filter element.

4. Wash it in a solution of warm water and mild detergent.

WARNING: DO NOT USE FLAMMABLE SOLVENTS OR PETROL TO

5. Rinse thoroughly and leave it to dry. Once it is completely dry, immerse the filter
in clean engine oil and squeeze the filter to remove excess oil.

LONG TERM STORAGE

For long term storage;
1. The petrol tank should be drained.
e Ensure that the engine is cold before draining the tank.

2. Remove the fuel tank cap and use a pump type sIphon to drain the petrol into an
appropriate, clean container.

¢ Do not store petrol for long periods of time.

e Dispose of excess petrol in an environmentally safe way. Your local
recycling centre can advise you on the best method of disposal.

3. After the petrol tank has been drained, start the engine and allow it to use any
petrol that may remain in the engine, or fuel pipe.

4. Make sure that the power washer has been thoroughly cleaned before storing it in
a clean dry place.
